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Introduction

History - The creation of a UPHA Scholarship was initially discussed during the Annual Board Retreat in August 2005.  The endowment was then formally established at the Board meeting in October 2005.  The first installment was $5000, taken from the checking account. George White, Director, University of Utah Public Health Program, was able to match this amount through assorted anonymous donors. [George White (587-3334) and Laurie Johnson (587-3316) are the key contacts at the University.]

The UPHA Board initially committed to raising $10,000 for the endowment.  Once the University of Utah commitment was completed, the Board would consider partnership with other universities in the state.  George White committed to seeking matching donations from other partners for a $20,000 endowment.

In October 2005, UPHA signed a Gift Agreement with the University of Utah formally establishing the Endowment.

Selection Criteria and Process:

The scholarship is given to a matriculated student in the master’s or doctoral degree program who has completed the core Public Health requirements in the University of Utah Public Health Program with a grade ‘B’ or higher.

The University of Utah releases the scholarship application at our request, about 2 months before the annual meeting. In 2006, a $500 scholarship was given out, using some of the funds raised during the Annual Meeting.  The remaining funds raised during the Annual Meeting were placed in the principle account.  A small amount was left in the UPHA checking account for a scholarship in the next year.

The Executive Committee, with the Director of the Public Health Program, serves as the Scholarship Selection Committee.

The recipient is announced during the Awards Luncheon at the Annual Meeting.
